II.  Learning Styles:
a. Visual: These learners need to see the teacher's body language and facial expression to fully understand the content of a lesson. They tend to prefer sitting at the front of the classroom to avoid visual obstructions (e.g. people's heads). They may think in pictures and learn best from visual displays including: diagrams, illustrated text books, overhead transparencies, videos, flipcharts and hand-outs.  During a lecture or classroom discussion, visual learners often prefer to take detailed notes to absorb the information. 
b. Auditory:  They learn best through verbal lectures, discussions, talking things through and listening to what others have to say. Auditory learners interpret the underlying meanings of speech through listening to tone of voice, pitch, speed and other nuances. Written information may have little meaning until it is heard. These learners often benefit from reading text aloud and using a tape recorder.
c. Kinesthetic/Tactile:  They learn through moving, doing and touching..Tactile/Kinesthetic persons learn best through a hands-on approach, actively exploring the physical world around them. They may find it hard to sit still for long periods and may become distracted by their need for activity and exploration. 
d. There are 12 ‘human signal systems’

i.  Verbal—speech
ii. Written--symbols representing speech
iii. Numeric--numbers and number systems
iv. Pictorial--two dimensional representations
v. Artifactual--three-dimensional representations and objects, the “things” used in living
vi. Audio--use of nonverbal sound, and silence
vii. Kinesic--body motions, facial expressions, posture
viii. Optical--light and color
ix. Tactile--touch, the sense of “feel”
x. Spatial--utilization of space
xi. Temporal--utilization of time
xii. Olfactory--taste and smell
As you move down the list, you see decreasing consciousness
III. Scripture Memory:
a. Learning styles vary from child to child.  Teaching models should adapt (when possible) to accommodate a child’s learning style.

b. A combination of visual, auditory, kinesthetic, or tactile teaching tools can increase the chances of retaining information in memory.
c. Basic Scripture Memorization Techniques/Helps (“Falling In Love With God’s Word:  Discovering What God Always Intended Bible Study to Be” by Keith Ferrin, published by That You May Know Ministries, c2003, Keith Ferrin.)

i. Use the same Bible with comfortable language

ii. Familiarize yourself with passage (read aloud)

iii. Memorize with the verse in front of you (Bible open) and your eyes closed

iv. Memorize with the Bible closed and your eyes open.  (Try not to open the Bible unless you get stuck and can’t go on.  Then, find the verse, close the Bible and start from there.)
